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Without these kinds of relationships, most believers remain

than those connected to other mature believers.

Without a deep connection to Jesus and other believers, we
are far less likely to be interested in non-
believers to Christ

All Christians should practice this ministry but it doesn’t
mean that all Christians must practice it exactly the
way.
